The atmosphere in Tennessee has not been very welcoming to LGBTQ+ youth in recent years. Efforts to pass

anti-LGBTQ+ legislation have left many youth feeling unsafe and unable to be themselves. That’s why Just Us

programs are so important! Last year, we provided peer support groups, mental health care, and a safe space for

97 young people to be empowered and express themselves authentically. 

Champagne’s Book Nook distributed 200 new copies of

LGBTQ+ books to young people, ages 10-18, in Tennessee who

requested them!

With little to no resources available to our LGBTQ+ young people

who live outside of Davidson County, our young people came from all

over the state for programming. They collectively traveled a total of

3,994 miles roundtrip to participate in on-site programming

(equivalent to driving to Los Angeles and back)!

Helping to eliminate barriers to mental health support, our

dedicated LGBTQ+ therapist completed 540 clinical

counseling sessions with youth and their families (worth

$80,000) at no cost to them!

Programs and services for young people (ages 18-24) include

Outreach (through street canvassing and at our drop-in center) and Rapid Rehousing that

provides rental assistance and wrap-around support to house young adults quickly, safely and

permanently. Our Emergency Shelter is a short-term residential stay for youth, ages 13-17, who

have run away or need a break from home. At the heart of all that we do, especially within our crisis

services, is ensuring our youth have the mental health support they need through our                                                 

                                                           services.

Our Just Us program just keeps growing! We
provided 147 LGBTQ young people with a safe and
supportive space  -- up from 37 in 2013, the project's
first year.Let's get REAL! In partnership with Juvenile Court,
our REAL program provided 72 youth an alternative
from the traditional court system. Since completing
the program, 92% of last year's program graduates
have not reoffended.

812 miles? That's how many miles our young people
in our Bike Workshop rode! We had 113 youth
complete our 6-week program and build a bike from
frame to finish.
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199 young adults and their families, including 76 children
under 18, received housing support through the Rapid
Rehousing Program.

Our Outreach program provided 307 youth experiencing
homelessness with case management, safety planning, food, and
hygiene supplies, through street canvassing and in our drop-in
center.
